An hour's drive north of Seattle, you will find the fertile Skagit Valley nestled between the Cascade Mountains and 
Puget Sound. The valley's climate produces a bountiful harvest of tulips, daffodils and irises every spring, which are 
celebrated the entire month of April during the Skagit Valley Tulip Festival which features gardens, lovely drives, 
street fairs, great food and a little entertainment.  An hour drive and an hour ferry ride brings us to the San Juan 
Islands which enjoy 270 days of sunshine per year and are usually lovely during spring.  A 90 minute ferry then 
delivers us to Vancouver Island for our two night stay in the bay-side city of Victoria which is glorious any time of 
year.  A short ferry ride then takes us to Vancouver where we spend our final evening before returning by coach to 
Seattle for our flights home.  It is a small geographical region with MUCH to offer.  And the price is right too!  So 
get ready for this great “Spring Garden Getaway”.   

April 14, 2010:  Salt Lake to Seattle to Skagit Valley:  Today we board our non-stop flight to Seattle, arriving in the 
late morning.  Our luxury coach will meet us and take us into the heart of Seattle where you can enjoy a fun lunch at 
famous Pike’s Market Place.  We’ll enjoy the lovely flower market, fresh fish stands and lots of atmosphere.  We’ll 
then drive an hour north to the beautiful Skagit Valley and check into the brand new Holiday Inn Express in 
Burlington.  A welcome dinner is included tonight.  Tour to pay for flights and dinner. 

April 15: Skagit Valley:   Welcome to the fertile Skagit Valley and the famous Tulip Festival.  And we’re coming at a 
great time because during these three days, it’s the World Tulip Summit  with visitors from all over the world (so you 
know this is the best chance for peak bloom).   The Skagit Valley is made up of several small towns that fill their 
valleys with spring flowers.  After breakfast at the hotel today, we’ll enjoy a drive through the area to see some of the 
smaller tulip fields.  At 10:00, we’ll visit Tulip Town  which is a 15 acre walk through tulip field.  You have never 
seen so many tulips in one place.  We’ll take our time and enjoy it.  We will then drive over to the sea side town of La 
Conner for lunch (on your own) and a visit to their famous Quilt Museum (optional).  This afternoon, we see another 
of the larger gardens at RoozenGaardes.  This is only 4 acres, but there are over 100 different types of tulips.  Tonight 
we enjoy a fun Salmon Bake courtesy of the Kiwanis Club. Tour to pay for light breakfast, tulip activities and dinner. 

April 16:  San Juan Island: This morning we'll get an early start as we board our 8:30 ferry to San Juan Island, the 
main island in the San Juan Islands.  It is a scenic cluster of islands between Washington State and Vancouver Island.   
We'll be met by a local guide who will spend 2 1/2 hours with us showing us this beautiful island including stops at 
the Buttercup Fields, alpaca farm, historic Roche Harbor & more.  After time for a charming lunch you'll have an hour 
or so for shopping and looking around.  At 3:50, we'll take a one hour ferry ride to the town of Sydney, on Vancouver 
Island.  From here, it's only 20 minutes into the lovely city of Victoria.  This is Canada's most gentle city.  You'll love 
the uncluttered streets, gardens that bloom year-round, ocean views, innumerable flower beds and the wonderful 
climate.   We'll have dinner and relax tonight in our hotel that enjoys an excellent location near the harbor right in 
town.  Tour to pay for light breakfast, ferry rides and island tour today.   
 
April 17: Victoria all day:   This morning we'll enjoy a tour of Victoria provided by Mr. Goertz who lives in Victoria.  
There is much to show you.  Our tour will end at the harbor where we’ll enjoy lunch in a remarkable setting on the top 
floor of the Vista Hotel, overlooking the harbor.  After lunch, we'll drive to Butchart Gardens, perhaps the most 
famous gardens in the world.  There are 49 acres of garden paradise as we enjoy the spring bloom.  We'll have plenty 
of time to stroll the lovely paths of this Garden of Eden. We'll return to our hotel for dinner and free time tonight to 
enjoy the exciting Inner Harbor area.  Tour to pay for lunch, city tour and Butchart Gardens. 

April 18:  Victoria to Vancouver:   We'll take the 9:00 ferry over to Vancouver this morning, arriving by 11:00.  
We’ll enjoy another fabulous tulip display at Queen Elizabeth Park (nature permitting) before making our way into 
historic Gastown where you'll have some free time for lunch and browsing.  In the afternoon, we'll have a chance to 
enjoy some of the highlights of this beautiful city like Stanley Park, the Lion's Gate Bridge and more.  One of the 
highlights will be a visit to the Lynn Canyon  Suspension Bridge spanning a lovely gorge and river below.  You'll be 
amazed at the beauty on the outskirts of Vancouver.  Our hotel is in the beautiful Frasier Valley.  A delicious turkey 
dinner is included tonight with all the fixins.. Tour to pay for dinner,  ferry and Vancouver activities today. 

April 19:  Vancouver to SLC:  Today we complete our circle as we make our way back to Seattle for our flights 
home.  It is about a three hour drive back to the airport.  Our route takes back through the Skagit Valley from the north.  
If the tulips weren’t in full bloom before, we have another chance to see them today.  Our flight departs in the 
afternoon.  Tour to pay for breakfast and flight.  



Registration Information:  

To make a reservation, simply fill out the attached reservation form and send it to us with a deposit of $300 per 
person.  When we receive your deposit, we will mail you a receipt confirming that you are registered for the tour.  A 
letter with instructions, hotel itinerary flight information (if applicable) and luggage tags will be sent 45-60 days prior 
to departure at which time the balance will be due.  You do not need to pay the balance until after you receive that 
packet.  We require final payments in the form of a check.  If that is not possible, arrangements can be made to use a 
credit card.  Webb Tours accepts Visa, Mastercard and Discover.   
 
Cancellation Penalties 
We understand that you may need to cancel your trip for whatever reason.  If it is 60 days or more before departure, all 
money will be refunded.  If it is within 60 days, we will charge you only what Webb Tours cannot recover.  In some 
cases, we can recover all of it.  In others, we cannot.  Cruise lines, airlines, hotels and other service providers require 
funds in advance and have their own rules about what will be refunded once paid.  We must follow their guidelines.  
For airlines, specifically, tickets are generally non refundable when purchased.  However, most airlines will allow the 
value of the canceled tickets to be reused for future travel, though a penalty may be assessed to reuse the tickets.  If 
you have to cancel, Webb Tours will work with other providers to obtain as much refund as possible for our travelers.  
Our travelers know us to be very fair in this regard. 
 
Cancellation Insurance:   
Cancellation insurance is also available should you be interested.  The insurance provider that we us is a company 
called Travelex.  You can learn about them at www.travelexinsurance.com.  With this insurance, most of your money 
will be returned to you in case you have to cancel for covered reasons (illness or death of an immediate family 
member) at the last minute.  The price for the insurance varies based on the price of the trip and the age of the 
participant (at the time the insurance is purchased).
